WHAT IS THE SCHEME?

The aim of the Kennel Club Accredited Breeder Scheme 
is to promote responsible breeding.

The Kennel Club Accredited Breeder Scheme promotes
good breeding practice and, as a breeder, you may wish 
to consider joining. There are ten set requirements (please
see overleaf) that Accredited Breeders must agree to
follow, which encourage the breeding of healthy, well-
adjusted puppies. In return you will be able to use the
scheme literature and logo to promote your litters.

1.Ensure that all breeding stock is
Kennel Club registered, and take 
all reasonable steps to ensure that 
it is healthy and able to function
normally (i.e. fit for function: fit 
for life.)

2.Hand over the dog's registration
certificate at time of sale if available,
or forward it to the new owner as
soon as possible. Explain any
endorsements that might pertain
and obtain written and signed
confirmation from the new owner,
at or before the date on which the
dog is physically transferred, that the
new owner is aware of the
endorsement(s), regardless of
whether or not the endorsed
registration certificate is available.

3.Follow Kennel Club policy regarding
maximum age and
number/frequency of litters.

WHAT ARE THE SCHEME REQUIREMENTS?
At present there are 10 specific requirements that Kennel Club Accredited Breeders mustfulfil:

iMake sure that facilities, including whelping facilities, accord with good practice.

iiFollow any relevant breed specific recommendations.

iiiThe contract of sale should clearly lay out to the buyer the nature and details of any guarantee given e.g. time limit 
and/or any provisions for refund or return and replacement of puppy. If endorsements are being used the contract 
should also explain why these have been placed and under what circumstances they would be removed (if any). The
contract should be signed and dated by both breeder and purchaser, showing that both have agreed to these terms.

ivEncourage new owners to take their puppy to the vet as soon as possible after taking delivery of it.

vCommit to help, if necessary, with the re-homing of a dog, for whatever reason, throughout the dog's lifetime.

viAccredited Breeders should participate in any breed health survey or other health initiatives in their breed.

4.Permanently identify breeding stock
by DNA profile, microchip, or
tattoo.

(N.B. At some stage all breeding
stock will be required to be DNA
profiled.)

5.Make use of Kennel Club health
screening schemes, relevant to their
breed, on all breeding stock. These
schemes include DNA testing, hip
dysplasia, elbow dysplasia and
inherited eye conditions.

6.Give written, breed-specific advice
in the Puppy Sales Wallet on:
a)tendencies or potential traits in

the breed

b)socialization, exercise and
training

c)feeding and worming
programmes

d)grooming

7.Inform the buyer in writing of 
any vaccination which has
been carried out.

8.Provide reasonable post-sales
telephone advice and endeavor
to deal with any issues arising
in good faith.

9.Inform buyers of the
requirements and the
recommendations that apply to
Kennel Club Accredited
Breeders as well as the
existence of the complaints
procedure.

10.Draw up a contract of sale for
each puppy and provide a copy
in the Puppy Sales Wallet.

In addition to the above requirements 1-10, it is expected that the Accredited Breeder will operate to 
high standards and duty of care and comply with any local authority requirements. Any conduct considered 
to be incompatible with membership under the Accredited Breeder Scheme or contrary to the spirit of the 

scheme or likely to undermine the scheme may result in an application for membership being rejected 
or the breeder’s removal from the scheme. If, in exceptional circumstances, and for accepted reasons, a litter

registered by an Accredited Breeder does not meet all current requirements, then the Accredited Breeder must
inform all puppy buyers of this in writing at the time of purchase.

Scheme requirements and recommendations are subject to improvements according to feedback and the need for the scheme to develop.

Your annual membership entitles you to use the online
Kennel Club Puppy Sales Register (www.findapuppy.org.uk)
free of charge and will highlight your litter to puppy buyers
as being bred by an Accredited Breeder. You will also gain
prioritised access to additional advice and information from
the Kennel Club’s Health and Breeder Services Department. 

Puppy buyers from Accredited Breeders will gain the
assurance that the breeder has
undertaken to follow basic good
practice as laid out by the scheme.
The scheme joining fee is £15 and
annual renewal is £10. The joining
fee includes a certificate and a pack
of scheme leaflets and ten Puppy 

Sales Wallets.

The Breeding Experience Accolade (must have
registered at least 5 litters); the Stud Book
Accolade (must have bred at least three dogs
that appear in the Stud Book) and the Breed
Club Accolade (must be a member of at least
one breed club). 

Accolades are shown on Accredited Breeder Scheme
membership certificates.

A further Accolade of Excellence will be availiable shorlty.

PUPPY SALES WALLETS

Central to the Accredited Breeder
Scheme is the Puppy Sales Wallet, an
attractive, robust folder for you to
include all written documentation and
information that the new owner will
need. The folder also includes
information for the new owner on
taking responsibility for their puppy, as
well as detailed information on the requirements of the
scheme, which give them added peace of mind. 

When breeders first join the scheme, they receive a
supply of ten Puppy Sales Wallets in their starter pack.
Extra wallets are available at 50p each inclusive of
postage from the Accredited Breeder Co-ordinator.

application to register a litter.

� If an applicant has bred 5 or more litters during the previous 12 month,
then a Breeder Advisor visit must be satisfactorily completed before
membership is permitted.

� Any breeder subject to KC disciplinary penalties under Rule A42/43 will not
be eligible for Accredited Breeder Scheme membership.

� The Kennel Club reserves the right to refuse an application.
� If the applicant is under 18 years of age then the parent/guardian must

countersign the application by way of guarantee for the young person’s
obligations and to agree to be bound by the Rules and Regulations and
requirements of the Scheme on behalf of the young person.

�  Compliance with the Scheme Requirements
This scheme is specifically designed for Kennel Club registered dog breeding.
Compliance with some scheme requirements will be checked automatically by
computer wherever an Accredited Breeder applies to register a litter.
A feedback form for new puppy owners is included in Puppy Sales Wallets
which will help establish Accredited Breeder compliance with aspects of the
scheme that are not able to be checked by computer.

Random checks on compliance by the Accredited Breeder may be made by
contacting a new owner who has transferred the registration of the puppy into
his/her name.
Any issues arising from a compliance check will be followed up and may require
remedial action by the Accredited Breeder.
Accredited Breeders must not use their ABS membership to sell, or promote,
the breeding of crossbreeds or mixed breeds.
Accredited Breeders should only normally only sell dogs bred by themselves.

� Breeder Adviser Visits
The breeder agrees that the Kennel Club may visit facilities upon giving
reasonable notice.
If there are issues of concern arising from a visit and it is considered that the
facilities fall short of the standards expected for an Accredited Breeder then this
may result in the breeder being removed from the scheme.
Full details of what is involved and expected of an Accredited Breeder for a
Breeder Adviser visit are available on request.

� Information Sharing
It is a condition of membership of the scheme that the Accredited Breeder
agrees to the Kennel Club referring any area of concern relating to the welfare
of dogs to the appropriate authority.

� Temporary Suspension
At any time during the investigation of a complaint a breeder may be
suspended from using or operating under the scheme pending the conclusion
of such investigation. During such suspension, puppies must not be sold under
the scheme.

� Grievance Procedure
There is a grievance procedure which will be followed in the case of a
complaint by a purchaser of a puppy under the scheme. A copy of the
Grievance Procedure is available upon request.
